This is in response to your Freedom oflnformation Act (FOIA) request dated March 25,20 10, on 
behalf of the American Civil Liberties Union of Massach usetts (ACLU). In our acknow ledgement 
letter to you dated September I, 20 10, we infor med you that due to the size and depth of your 
request, we found it necessary to divide your request into five separate cases. This letter addresses 
the portion of your request in which you seek, "Any standard opera ting proc edures, rules, and 
guid elines and trainin g docw11ents for BDO office rs at Logan Airport; any training material regarding 
the use of voluntary and non-voluntary stops of persons outside the "sterile" area beyond passenger 
screening points." 

Your reques t was processed pursuant to the FOIA, 5 U.S .C. § 552. A reasonable search was 
conducted within the Transporta tion Security Administration (TSA) and responsive documents (389 
pages) were located. Portions of these documents and 116 pages in their entirety are being withheld 
pursuant to Exemption (b)(3) of the FOIA. A more detailed exp lanation of this exemption is outlined 
below. 

Exempt ion (b)(3) 

This info1mation reveals Sensitive Security Information (SSI) and is exempt from disclosure under 
Exemption (b)(3) , which permits the withholding ofrecords specificall y exempted from disclosure by 
another Federa l statute. Title 49 U.S.C. Section 114(r) exemp ts from disclosure SSI that "would be 
detrimental to the security of transportation " if disclosed. The TSA regulations implement ing Section 
114(r) are found in 49 CFR Part 1520. 



The fees incurred to process this reque st do not excee d the minimum thre shold necessary for charge 
and , therefore , there is no fee associated with the proces sing of your request. 

Administrative Appeal 

In the eve nt that you may wish to appeal thi s determination , an administrative appeal may be made in 
writing to Kimberl y Walton , Assistant Administrator for C ivil Rights & Liberties, Ombudsman and 
Traveler Engageme nt, Transportation Security Administration , 60 1 South 12th Street, East Buildin g, 
E7- l 2 l S, Arlington , VA 20598-6033. Your appea l must be submitted within 60 days from the 
date of this determin ation. It should contain your FOIA requ est number and sta te, to the extent 
possible, the reasons why you believe the initi al determination should be reversed. In addition , the 
envelope in which the appeal is mailed in should be prominently marked "FOIA Appeal." Plea se 
note the Assistant Administrator's deci sion on you r FOIA appeal will be administratively final.
