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Slide 4: Why Learn About Report Writing? 
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Many incidents that occur at the airport require documentation. 
Depending on the incident, multipl e types of report s may need 
to be comp leted. 

Facilitated Discussion: Lead a brief discussion about why 
reports are necessary. 

Ask: Why are reports necessar y? 

Answer: Answer s should includ e: 

• Many reports feed into other systems that provid e for 
real-time tracking of incid ent s, anal ysis, and trending of 
incidents at a national level. 

• Reports generated by BDOs can lead to civil enforc ement 
and be used by other agencies in criminal proceedin gs. 

• The BDO's ability to assist in improving the quality of the 
reports dir ectly impacts Transportation Securit y 
Admin istration's (TSA) ability to fulfill its mission . 

• Ask: What typ es of reports do you compl ete? 

Answer: Answers shou ld includ e SPOT Referral Reports entered 
in the Performance Management Information System (PMIS) and 
Incident Reports entered in the Performance and Result s 
Information System (PARIS). If the BOO has received trainin g, 
reports must also be enter ed in the Transportation Informati on 
Shar ing System (TISS) databas e.

Part III: Data Collection - Thi s part has several sections, which 
will be comp leted when an individual und ergoes SPOT Referra l 
Screening, or if an LEO is notified. This section includes the 
Resolution , which mu st be comp leted wi th n with not es/ The 
SPOT Referral Report promot es standardization by requirin g 
BDOs to apply SPOT criteria uniforml y. 

• BDOs must use the criteria establish ed by the SPOT 
program. Appl ying one's own standard s that are not 
defin ed in the progra m can lead to removal from BDO 
dutie s. 

• The form was created to ensur e that all BDOs are 
consistently app lyin g the same criteria in the same 
manner. 

Standardization also helps dete r decisions based on personal 
bias, which could lead to un equal treatment, for exampl e, racial 
or ethni c pro filing.

Teaching Point: Refer participants 
to handout "Using the SPOT 
Referral Report" . Explain that this 
is a qui ck reference sheet for the 
sub-steps to follow during 
Behavior Observation and wil l be 
useful in workin g with the SPOT 
Referral Report as the par ticipa nts 
begin to follow the SPOT process. 

For thos e individuals requirin g further screening, you wi ll 
continue wi th your behavior analysis, and come to your 
resolution at the conclusion of your interaction. 

.Ask: What is an environmenta l base line? 

Answer: The expected norm for the location in which SPOT is 
being conducted. It includes the demeanor, non-racial/ ethnic 
appearance, baggage , physical layout and the behaviors of 
individuals within that locat ion. A BOO will assign points to 
individual s whose behavior and/ or appearance deviates from 
the es tablished environmenta l baseline . 

• Ask: What are some examples of behavior s included in thi s 
section? 

Answer: Answers will vary, but they mu st be those on the SPOT 
Referral Report. 

Ask: Why are BDOs not permitted to includ e other 
behavi ors in this section ? 

Answer: Including other behavior s would defeat sta ndardization 
of the program, and it might also encourage unl awful profiling.

Sticking to the facts is especially important in relating thin gs that 
an individual says. 

If a person says something important, relate it as we ll as you can 
remember it, quoting it if possib le. 

For example, if an indi vidua l says, "I w ish I had a gun so I cou ld 
shoot you!" do not write, "Mr. Jones threatened me." 

Teaching Point Tip relates to 
both SPOT Referral and Incident 
Rep orts. 

If you cannot recall exactly what was said, make sure your 
statement reflects this. 

.Ask: How do you indicate that you are paraphras in g? 

Answer: Do not use quotation marks. 

Be objective in relating the facts, even if you were personally 
insulted (or worse) during the incident. 

Wh ile you should not let emotions guide your wr iting, it is 
appropriate to recount stro ng emotions that resulted from an 
incident. 

For example, if a person's actions caused you to feel fear for your 
safety, those feeling s are appropr iate to include in your report

Everyday words and language will increase the clarit y of your 
report.

• Reports wr itten by hand may need to be en tered late r by 
a third-party into different reporting systems. 

• Writing legibly pre vents transcription errors. 

Double-check each person's nam e, phone numb er, and any 
que stionabl e spe llings of names or locatio ns. 

Take pride in the appearance of your wo rk - it is a reflection of 
you (and the wr itten docum entation you provide will take on a 
life of its own) .
