Yes. Bl2 Technologies presented a Response to the IFR that presented their proposal to Upgrade the existing Essex 
system and expand it into all of the MA Sheriffs' Offices - technology capacity permitting in each Office=- but for the 
same cost (and, in this case less than the same cost) that we had budgeted for expansion into just Barnstable and 
Berkshire.
