ARTICLE 1 - DEFINITION OF TERMS: 

CITY OF BOSTON/COUNTY OF SUFFOLK 
STANDARD CONTRACT GENERAL CONDITIONS 

1.1 The following terms or pronouns used in their stead wherever they appear in these Contract documents shall be construed as follows: 

FORM CM 11 

1.1.1 "City' shall mean the City of Boston or the County of Suffolk. . . . . . . 
1.1.2 "Contract" and "Contract Documents" shall include, as applicable, all Advertisements, lnv1tat1ons for Brds, Requests for Proposals, Proposals, ApplIca!Jons, Purchase 

Description/Specifications, Evaluation Criteria, Performance Bonds, General Conditions/Special Agreements/Requirements Contract General Provisions, letter to the Mayor of 
Boston concerning the award of the Contract, and all amendments thereto, which documents are incorporated herein by reference. 

1.1.3 "Contractor" shall mean the individual, partnership, corporation or other entity to whom this Contract is awarded. 
1.1.4 "Official" shall mean the awarding authority/officer acting on behalf of the City in the execution of the Contract. 

ARTICLE 2 - PERFORMANCE: 
2.1 The Contractor shall conform to all determinations and directions, in accordance with provisions of this Contract, of the Official concerning all questions which may arise 

relating to the performance of services under this Contract 
2.2 The Contractor shall, upon written request of the Official, remove from City premises and replace all individuals in the Contractor's employ whom the Official determines 

to be disorderly, careless or incompetent or to be employed in violation of the terms of this Contract 
2.3 All work papers, reports, questionnaires and other written materials prepared or collected by the Contractor in the course of completing the work to be performed under 

this Contract shall at all times be the exclusive property of the City, The Contractor shall not use such materials for any purposes other than the purpose of this Contract without the 
prior written consent of the Official. . 
ARTICLE 3 -ACCEPTANCE OF SERVICE: 

3.1 The City shall have a reasonable opportunity to inspect all service performed by and work product of the Contractor and accept or reject such service or work product. 
ARTICLE 4 - TIME: 

4.1 It is understood and agreed that all specified times or periods of performance are of the essence of this Contract. 
ARTICLE 5 - COMPl=NSA TION: 

5.1 The Contractor may, in the absence of a payment schedule, periodically submit to the Official invoices, itemizing service, labor and expenses for which compensation is 
due and requesting payment for services rendered by the Contractor during the period covered by the invoice. 

5.2 Thereupon the Official shall estimate the value of services accepted by the City, and City shall pay to the Contractor such amount less sums retained under the 
provisions of Article 8 of these General Conditions. 

5.3 The City shall pay in full and complete compensation for services performed under this Contract in an amount not to exceed the amount shown on the face of this 
Contract paid in accordance with the rate indicated or in accordance with a prescribed scheduled. 

5.4 in the event that this Contract provides for reimbursement by the City to the Contractor for travel or other expenses, the Contractor shall submit such proposed expenses 
to the Official for approval prior to the incurrence of such expenses, unless the Contract speclfically provides otherwise. 

5.5 The Contractor shall furnish such information, estimate or vouchers relating to the services or to documentation of labor or expenses as may be requested by the Official. 
ARTICLE 6 - RELATIONSHIP WITH THE CITY 

6.1 The Contractor is retained solely for the proposes of and to the extent set forth in this Contract Contractor's relationship to the City during the term of this Contract shall 
be that of an independent Contractor. The Contractor shall have no capacity to involve the City in any contract nor to incur any liability on the part of the City. The Contractor, its 
agents or employees shall not be considered as having the status or pension rights of an employee; provided that the Contractor shall be considered an employee for the purpose of 
General Laws c. 268A {the Conflict of Interest Law). The City shall not be liable for any personal injury to or death of the Contractor, its agents or employees. 

6.2 Unless all the terms and conditions for the delivery or provision of goods or services by the Contractor to the City specified by this Contract are expressly set forth in a 
writing incorporated herein by reference, such delivery of goods or services shall require written approval of or direction by the Official prior to the incurrence of any liability by the 
City. 

6.3 All alterations or additions, material or otherwise, to the terms and conditions of this Contract must be in writing and signed by the Official and Contractor and filed with 
the City Auditor. 

6.4 Any waiver, expressed or implied, by the City or the Official of any rights, terms or conditions of this Contract shall not operate to waive such rights, terms or conditions or 
any other rights, terms or conditions, beyond the specific instance of waiver. 
ARTICLE 7 - ASSUMPTION OF LOSS AND LIABILITY: 

7.1 The Contractor shall pay and be exclusively responsible for all debts for labor and material contracted for by Contractor for the rental of any appliance or equipment hired 
by Contractor and/or for any expense incurred on account of services to be performed under this Contract. 

7.2 The Contractor shall bear all loss resulting from any cause before performance of services is completed and after performance of services if the service or work product 
fails to conform to specifications. 

7.3 The Contractor shall assume the defense of and hold the City, its officers, agents or employees, harmless from all suits and claims against them or any of them arising 
from any act or omission of the Contractor, its agents or employees in any way connected with performance under this Contract. 
ARTICLE 8 - REMEDIES OF THE CITY: 

8.1 If the Contractor shall provide services in a manner which is not to the satisfaction of the Official, the Official may request that the Contract refurnish services at no 
additional cost to the City until approved by the Official. If the Contractor shall fail to provide services or shall provide services which are not satisfactory to the Official, the Official, in 
the alternative, may make any reasonable purchase or Contract to purchase services in substitution for those due from the Contractor. The City may deduct the cost of any 
substitute Contract or nonperformance of services together with incidental and consequential damages from the Contract price and shall withhold such damages from sums due or to 
become due to the Contractor. 

8.2 If the damages sustained by the City as determined by the Official exceed sums due or to become due, the Contractor shall pay the difference to the City upon demand. 
8.3 The Contractor shall not be liable for any damages sustained by the City due to the Contractor's failure to furnish services under the terms of this Contract if such failure 

is in fact caused by the occurrence of a contingency the nonoccurence of which was a basic assumption under which this Contract was made, including but not necessarily limited to 
a state of war, act of enemies, embargoes, expropriation or labor strike or any unanticipated federal, state, or municipal governmental regulation or order, provided that the 
Contractor has notified the Official in writing of such cause within fourteen (14) days after its occurrence. . 

8.4 This Contract may be terminated at any time for the convenience of the City at the option of the Official by delivering or mailing to the Contractor at the Contractor's 
business address a written notice of termination setting forth the date, not Jess than seven (7) days after the date of such delivery or mailing, when such termination shall be effective. 
In the event of such termination for convenience, the Contractor shall be compensated for services rendered to the effective date of said termination in accordance with the rates of 
compensation specified in this Contract. 
ARTICLE 9 - REMEDIES OF CONTRACTOR: 

9.1 If damages, other than loss on nonconforming services or on services not performed, are actually sustained by the Contractor due to any act or material omission for 
which the City is legally responsible, the City may allow a sum equal to the amount of such damages sustained by the Contractor as determined by the Official in writing, provided the 
Contractor shall have delivered to the Official a detailed written statement of such damages and cause thereof within thirty (30) days after the act or material omission by the City. 
ARTICLE 10-PROHIBITION AGAINST ASSIGNMENT: . 

10.1 The Contractor shall not assign, delegate, subcontract or In any way transfer any interest in this •Contract without prior written consent of the Official. 
ARTICLE 11 - COMPLIANCE WITH.LAWS AND PUBLIC POLICY: 

11.1 This Contract is made subject to ail laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. 
11.2 The Contractor shall provide, at Its sole expense, all necessary licenses, permits or other authorizations required by the City, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts or 

any other governmental agency with proper Jurisdiction. 
11.3 The Contractor shall where applicable take out and maintain during the term of this Contract such Worker's Compensation Insurance as may be reasonably necessary 

to protect the Contractor from claims under General Laws c. 152 (the Worker's Compensation Law). 
11.4 The Contractor agrees and shall require any subcontractor to agree not to discriminate in connection with the performance _of work under the Contract against any 

employee or applicant f~r employment b~cause of sex, race, religious creed,_ n~tionai o_rigin O! a!;/e·. The Contr~ctor agrees a_n~ shall require any subcontractor to i?gree to post in 
conspicuous places notices to be provided by the Massachusetts CommIss1on Against DIscnminatron, setting forth provIsIons of the Fair Employment Practice Law of the 
Commonwealth. . . . 

11.5 The Contractor's attention is called to General Laws c. 268A (the Conflict of Interest Law). The Contractor shall not act In collusion with any Crty officer, agent, 
employee or any other party, nor shall the Contractor make gifts regarding this Contract or any other matter in which the City has a direct and substantial interest. 

11.6 The Contractor shall keep himself fully informed of all City Ordinances and Regulations, and State and Federi?I laws,_ which I~ any manner affect the work herein 
specified. The Contractor shall at all times observe and comply with said ordinances, regulations or laws, and shall protect and indemnify the City, Its officers, agents an_d employees 
against any claim or liability arising from or based on the violations of such ordinances, regulations or Jaws, caused by the negligent aclions of the Contractor, his agents, or 
employees. 

11. 7 In furtherance of the Mayor's Executive Order "Minority and Women Business Enterprise Development" dated December 31, 1987 and the Ordinance entitled "Promoting

compensated for services rendered to the effective date of such reduction, in accordance with the rates of compensation specified in !hrs Contract. 
ARTICLE 13 - RELEASE OF CITY ON FINAL PAYMENT: . . ..

The selection process for this contract included the preparation of a Request for Propo~ 
(RFP) document. The RFP was advertised in the City Record on March 19, 2007 and --0 

March 26, 2007. Non-Price and Price Proposals were received on April 20, 2007 by t~'. 
prescribed deadline from the following Offerers: InteIIigent Systems & Controls ...-:... :·y 
Contractors, Inc.; Raytheon Company; Smiths Detection-LiveWave; Total Recall \..., 
Corporation; Verizon Business; Galaxy Integrated Technologies, Inc.; GE Transportation 
Systems; and BCM Controls Corporation. 

The Non-Price Proposals were opened on April 20, 2007. Non-Price Proposals were 
evaluated by an Evaluations Committee comprised of Mayor's Office of Emergency 
Preparedness staff, representatives from Law Enforcement Agencies throughout the 
Metro Boston Homeland Security Region and Subject Matter Experts. Oral Presentations 
were given by the three highest-rated Offerors on Tuesday, May 22, 2007: Raytheon; 
Smiths Detection-LiveWave; and GE Transportation Systems. Upon review of the Oral 
Presentations and references, the Evaluations Committee made a recommendation to me 
based on a predetermined scoring method for evaluation of the Non-Price Proposals. 

Price Proposals were opened on June 4, 2007 following receipt by MOEP of the 
Evaluation Committee's recommendation regarding the most advantageous proposal. 
The entire selection process followed rigorous criteria and standards, the ultimate

objective of which was selection of the best firm to design and install a Critical 
Infrastructure Monitoring System in support of the Mayor's Office of Emergency 
Preparedness. 

The selection of the firm was based on technical factors rather than solely on price. The 
extent to which the evaluation criteria specifically identified in the RFP were satisfied 
was the basis for the rating of the Non-Price Proposals. The evaluation of the Non-Price 
Proposals against the RFP criteria demonstrated Smiths Detection-Live Wave to be the 
most advantageous responsive and responsible firm. 

Compensation of this contract will not exceed two million seven hundred thousand thirty 
four dollars and sixty two cents ($2,700,034.62) for eleven (11) months. The budget 
allocated for this particular phase of the project is $3,150,000.00, should there be an 
amendment of this contract for additional contingencies.
